Thanks for your prayers because this contagious disease did not spread among 
the rest of the children.  We are, also, grateful to God for those partners and friends who generously 
contributed towards the hospital bills.  Additionally, the Lord provided and the rest of the children at the 
Village were vaccinated.   
 
       The orphans took their final examine for the second semester successfully.  Some of them sat for the 
West African Examination Council’s (WAEC) examination this year at the end of May.  We are 
expecting their results at anytime.  
 
         AICM operated Christian High School administered its   
final examination for the second semester last month in Liberia.  
Also, one hundred sixty students took the West African 
Examination Council’s examine. Those who sat for the WAEC’s 
examination were the 6th, 9th, and 12th graders.  The school is 
preparing for graduation and for academic years 2010-2011.  
 
        Also, pray for the National Church, Church of the Believers 
in Liberia.  The church embarks on planting two new churches 
this year and their “2010 National Convention” in Monrovia 
during the second week of December.  
 
       We are collecting assorted foods, used clothes, dishes, 
furniture, shoes, sneakers, beddings and other staples of life for 
the Community Outreach of Boynton Beach.  We provide food 
and clothing to over forty families weekly and the number is 
increasing.
